Vintage:

"Classic” and "perfect” are just two accolades being
bestowed upon the 2012 Napa Valley growing season
and harvest. Textbook conditions saw near-ideal
spring bud break, steady flowering, even fruit set, and
a lengthy stretch of warm days and cool and often
foggy nights during the long summer months. Late
and light rains held off until Napa Valley's treasured
wine grapes found optimal ripeness, bringing
exceptional quality to the crush pad and into the
cellar.

Vineyard:
‘The Spring Mountain District Cabernet
Sauvignon is sourced from two distinct
vineyards on the mountain. Each vineyard, with
a unique set of soils, exposures, and microcli-
mates, produce grapes with distinction and
personality reflecting the terroir of the site. The
TERRA vineyards range from 900 to 1800 feet on the
VALENTINE eastern slopes of the Mayacama mountain range.
Blessed with morning sun and moderate
temperatures, these vineyards retain the fresh,
bright fruit and elegance this AVA is known for.

CABERNET SAUVIGNON aromas with cedar, allspice and caramel. Forward
NAPA VALLEY black fruit with a rich cocoa mid-palate finishing
